In 1995, Liina began studying belly dance while attending school
in Europe, and has been travelled to Egypt, Turkey and other
Middle Eastern countries regularly to explone the technical aspects
of the art form. She participated in "Ahlan Wa Sahlan” and "Nile
Group Festival®, the largest belly dance festivals in the world.

Liina studied with many internationally renowned Middle
Eastern belly dance masters and performers, including
Mahmoud Reda, Ragia Hassan, Randa Kamel, Asmahan, Farouk
Moustafa, Saida, Mario Kirlis and many more. She has been
certified by the internationally celebrated artist and Egyptian
dance master Mahmoud Reda as the first honorary instructor
and the educational representative of his dance fraining system
in Hong Kong, promoting her status in the belly dancing scene.

Besides the Middle East Arab countries, Liina also regularly
visits regional Asian belly dance hotspots such as Tai Wan,
Japan and Korea for cultural exchange; she has also been
invited to judge and perform in many belly dance competitions.
